INTRODUCTION TO TAROT











UNDERSTANDING TAROT
Have you ever wondered "what exactly are Tarot cards?" You are not the only one with such thoughts, many people also wonder same. Other questions from random sampling are; 
· "Can Tarot cards really foretell one's future accurately?" 
· "Can reading Tarot cards be learnt?" 
· "Is there a requirement to being able to read them?" 
· "What makes them different from the normal playing card?"
All of these questions are really not baseless, it is merely an expression of curiosity which is totally fine. Since time memorial, the ancient and mystic pack of cards called Tarot has never failed to spark curiosity in the minds of people who are not in practice. While you read through this course, these questions and others you may have will be duly answered. 
In a Tarot you will find 78cards, of which 56 (in like fashion of the modern cards) are equally divided among four suits namely; Wands, Cups, Swords, Pentacles. This is in equivalent to Clubs, Hearts, Spades, and Diamonds which is seen in modern cards. These suit cards are known as the Minor Arcana (arcana is the Latin word for secrets). Then there is the 22 left in the pack called the Major Arcana; these are cards that depict symbolic figures, elements in nature, the experiences of Man in his spiritual journey, his hopes and fears, his joys and sorrows.
The Major Arcana, as you would later see in this course, have very little likeness to modern cards. The images you will find on them are illustrations drawn from different universal symbols and images of legends, myths, philosophies, religions, and magic beliefs of the human race. History has it that, Tarots was passed down from over seven centuries through wise men and seers who were well read in astrology, numerology, and Kabalistic teachings of the ancients. It is believed that this is what accounts for these influences which are reflected in the cards. 
The Tarot, nevertheless, remains a unique and independent discipline with its own divinatory powers and its own spiritual content. It is sure beyond the illustrations on a pack of cards. Due to the spiritual potency of the Tarot cards, many people have been seen to draw interest in analyzing the characters on the cards, some seek a glimpse of their future through it and then there are some who use its powers to divine solutions to their current state of dilemma. The Tarot is many things to many people but it is crude to helping people find what their hearts truly seek and desire.
The usual format to get a reading is to consult an experienced “Reader” for help, which makes you the “Querent,” with an unspoken question you want answered. The reader lays out the cards in a particular format and then interprets what the cards are trying to communicate to you. In this course you will learn the art of being a reader yourself and then get certified for such. However, mastery comes through practice and consistency.


A BRIEF HISTORY ABOUT TAROT
The true Tarot is majorly about symbolism. There is a definite form of language that is being communicated through the reading of the cards, this is said to have risen from the mind of Man in a collective manner. The ability to harness the powers and wisdom from the cards is a given to those who seek to decipher the in-depth meaning of the symbols on the cards. This is not for the basic person, but for those seeking all the card yields and willing to commit to the highest degree. Till date, the different versions of the origin of Tarot makes it difficult for one to conclude which is the final truth. Although through observation, one can deduce what century and from which land it came from, but not the person who invented it. These theories only put us on a path illuminated by new discoveries. 
The details of the history of Tarot as then be modified through time by persons who have committed to its history. Some of these people are artist, some are academicians, specifically historians. Therefore, for such a history shadowed by a lot of new discoveries, it is normal to have lots of myths surrounding its origin. It is safe to say the better way to remain is open, to all the known ideas around the origin of Tarot. Making no assertions allows you to see the perspectives of other people. This is indeed needed for the sake of clarity and flexibility. One of the things the different myth also birthed is different cult associations. One Tarot, but different views and for those who take it into assertive convictions, they form a cult to further their claims on its origin and other characteristics. 
One of the oldest ideology surrounding the understanding of the origin of Tarot is linked to the Gypsies. They say that the hidden knowledge and secrets of the Tarot was first brought by them from Chaldea and Egypt and then into Israel which further ended up in Greece. Wild researchers around the world have shown that this theory may not be false. When you think or research back, it is true that the Gypsies where indeed large in number in Europe at about the same time that the Tarot cards began to be used around the shores of the Mediterranean. 
Another very old but fascinating story which links the origin of Tarot to Egypt is related to the destruction of the great library. If you are a good student of history you might remember the great library located at Alexandria in the city of Fez, and how it was destroyed. Fez is now known geographically to be Morocco, at that time Fez was known to be the city hosting the greatest intellectuals of that time.  History has it that these intellect wanted to set method of communicating, as this was a big barrier due to the multi-cultural diversities of people speaking different languages. In this light, they all invented a book with many pictures of mystic symbols. Then the secret to unlock the meaning of the signs and symbols was passed down from a generation to the next. All of whom are part of an initiation cult. The handover was done by word of mouth all these while until a time when there was a need to preserve the secrecy of these messages passed down. Then they created cards which was used majorly as sport for many who do not know the original significance of the symbols on the cards.

Then also was the theory of Thoth who was at the time one of the counselors to Osiris. Thoth was said to have invented Tarot, he was a scribe of many feathers. Amongst these are; the Egyptian gods, measurer of time, inventor of numbers, and the god of wisdom and magic. This theory was even made more concrete by the method used in the initiation ceremonies for Egyptian priesthood.  Many have said the symbols on the Major Arcana is a major part of the initiation process. When you see the images later in this course, one can really tell that they must have an origination from Egypt.
There is also a close link to the Kabalistic teachings of the ancient Hebrews. In summary, it is certain that the person who invented the Tarot was well grounded in philosophes, ancient religion and could embody many symbols on the card. Many have argued that the actual meaning of these cards have been lost at the time when it was used in telling fortunes as a form of trade.
In England, the Tarot was known in the reign of Edward IV (fifteenth century). The king forbade the importation of the cards; nevertheless, the Tarot found its way from the caravans of the Gypsies into the homes of the nobles, where it was kept hidden for fear of reprisals. After the French Revolution, a new freedom swept Europe; esoteric sects and mystic lodges flourished once again. In the eighteenth century, the illustrious French scholar Court de Gébelin, who was the first to suggest that the Tarot might be of Egyptian origin, unearthed the Tarot cards while doing research for his many-volumed works. Gébelin’s rediscovery came at a time when people were interested in Rosicrucianism, Masonry, the Kabalah, and Astrology. The climate was propitious for the Tarot and its mysticism to reenter the occult thought of the day.

When one gets a high number of these cards in a spread, it is always an indication of something important to the Querent. MODULE THREE
MINOR ARCANA













INTRODUCTION
Many people believe that the Minor Arcana is even more ancient than the Major Arcana just like some others believe the Major Arcana is of more importance to our life as a whole than the Minor Arcana. As we mentioned earlier, the best disposition to all of these is to remain open.  The Minor cards cover emotions, imaginations, stress and need of an individual, but majors on the current activities in this regard. The Minor Arcana are 56 in number (including the Court Cards), all highlighting the practical aspect of our lives.
The Court Cards within the Minor Arcana are; Page, Knight, Queen and King. The use of these cards is mostly represented by individuals; our entire being, our thoughts, other people in our lives and their personalities, and lastly is our level of maturity. All of these relate to behavior or situations in some cases. Here are the primary crude meaning of the court cards;
· PAGES conceive ideas
· KNIGHTS act upon ideas
· QUEENS nurture ideas 
· KINGS develop ideas to an established and stable state
Minor Arcana is made of four suits with each suit containing cards numbered from ace to ten, plus four Court cards: King, Queen, Knight, and Page. The similarity between the Minor Arcana in the deck of Tarot cards and the modern deck is enormous. With the exceptions of Knights, the suits name can be changed in the following order; 
· Wands to Clubs
· Cups to Hearts
· Swords to Spades
· Pentacles to Diamonds
If this is done, the remaining card would basically be an identical with the modern deck many play with. Also there is the unnumbered fool which matches the Joker in the modern deck. The joker is also an unnumbered card. Each suit has a holistic meaning, which would be explained below;
· Wands: This suit shows animation, creativity and enterprise that requires energy and growth. 
· Cups: This suit generally betokens pure love and untanned happiness. It is mostly associated with feelings and emotions. 
· Swords: The swords generally express aggression, strife, boldness, and courage. These are basically issues of an individual’s life, things we all have to face. In some cases, this suit can be used to represent hatred, misfortune, disaster, battle, and enemies.
· Pentacles: The symbols on the cards are referred to have pentacles, which are metal disks with a lot of ancient magical formulas as inscription. The illustrations shows that the pentacles are inscribed with the five-pointed star referred to as the pentagram.

MODULE FOUR
DIFFERENT SPREADS IN TAROT AND THEIR MEANING













INTRODUCTION 
There are a lot of reasons surrounding why people turn to tarot cards, especially in comprehending happenings in their life. However, one cannot argue the results of what the cards contributes in solving the core problems in the hearts of individuals. The beauty in this course is that you can gain access to learning how to read the different spreads of the tarot cards yourself. Before you start out on that, it will be help to hold on to the following;   
· A private and quite place is advised as a good location to set up as your Tarot work place. Disturbance of any sort should be kept outside that space. 
· The ray of light entering the room should be minimal, preferably dim. You can use curtains to block the light ray and not block the flow of air.
· There has to be an uttermost form of concentration while you shuffle the cards. You may get the wrong card if this is not diligently considered. As the reader, you need to focus on the cards and the question that needs to be answered.
· One of the most important things to remember, is to never cross your legs or arms. This is required of everyone present in the room. It is a posture not allowed while at the tarot card table.
· The deck of the cards needs to be cut by the person asking the question, with his or her left hand.
· After reading the cards, collect the set, and place it in a corner that is dark and silent. It is important that the cards are always handled by the card reader, as there is an energy associated to this.
CARD SPREADS AND MEANINGS
The tarot deck can be spread in different kind of ways, each with a custom meaning attached to it. It is the interpretation of these spreads that the reader uses in predicting the future for the querent who has come to consult. Six of these spreads are explained below, with their meaning.
Relationship Spread
In this layout, the cards are indicative of the person’s relationship with people in his life. The spread is such that, the first row is made of the cards 9 and 10. After this row lies card number 6, which is placed in the center of the two cards placed earlier. Then, there is a row of five cards namely, 1, 2, 3, 4, and 5 placed in that order. The last row is again made of two cards, 8 and 7; the placement of the cards will be the same as cards 9 and 10.
Card number 1 indicates the distant past, while card number 2 represents events that have happened recently. Cards 3 and 4 are representative of the person’s present and the influences on the future. Card 5 indicates the influences that the person has no control over. Card number 6 signifies how the seeker sees the situation, card number 7 symbolizes those energies that are helping the situation, and card number 8 indicates the hurdles in the querent’s path. Card number 9 is representative of the hopes and fears that the person feels, and card number 10 represents the outcome to be expected.
Mirror Spread
This layout helps assess relationships in the life of the person, who is consulting the reader. The spread, as the name suggests, is symmetrical, with one half of the complete layout mirroring the other half. The layout has eight cards with two columns of three cards each, and two cards, one at the top and one at the bottom, between the two columns. Cards 1 and 8 are the two cards at the top and bottom of the layout, the column on the left has the cards 2, 4, and 6, and the column on the right has the cards 3, 5, and 7. Card number 1 is indicative of the person asking the question, card 2 represents the other person in the relationship, card 3 indicates how the querent views himself, card 4 indicates what the other person means to the one asking questions, and card 5 represents what he/she means to the other person. Card 6 symbolizes the hurdles in the relationship, card 7 represents the strengths of the relationship, and card 8 indicates what the relationship’s outcome will be.
Mandala Spread
This spread is one of the layouts that helps answer questions about one’s spirituality. It is indicative of one’s strengths and weaknesses that helps or hampers your spiritual growth. In order to make sense of this spread, one needs to read card number 1 in view of cards 2, 4, and 6 to understand what the situation is, and then read card number 1 in combination with cards 3, 8, and 9 to understand the future. Then, reading card number 1 in view of cards 5 and 7 will help you assess the potential problems in your path.
The cards are laid out to resemble a diamond with card 9 at the top, cards 8 and 2 making up the next row, cards 7, 1, and 3 making up the center row, followed by a row made up of cards 6 and 4, and then card number 5 at the bottom of the diamond. Card 1 is indicative of what the person is like, card 2 is representative of one’s ambitions, card number 3 showcases one’s ideals, card 4 outlines one’s achievements, card 5 portrays one’s dependencies, card 6 is representative of the positives of a person, card 7 indicates one’s faults and weakness, card 8 is representative of what one thinks of oneself, and card 9 indicates one’s desires.
Five Card Spread
Another popular layout is the five card spread. As the name suggests, there are only 5 cards used in this layout with the spread being similar to the Celtic cross spread, without the parallel column of four cards. Card number 1 indicates the present and the question being asked. Card number 2 is representative of the past and the influence it has on the question being put forward. Card 3 indicates the future of the person, and card number 4 points out the reason behind the question. Card number 5 gives a semblance of a solution by providing a potential within the question.

Ellipse Spread
If you want to know what the outcome of a project that you are involved in will be, then one of the best layouts to consult is the ellipse spread. The cards are spread out in such a manner that they resemble the alphabet V, starting with card number 1 at one end, card number 4 in the center, and card number 7 at the other end. Card number 1 is the representative of your past, card number 2 indicates the present, and card number 3 represents the future. Reading cards 4, 5, 6, and 7 will give you an indication of what solution you have at your disposal, what harm you can come to, what are the hopes and fears associated, and what is the outcome of the problem.
Celtic-Cross Spread
The Celtic-Cross layout is widely regarded as one of the easiest tarot spreads for beginners to learn. It is also quite a detailed spread. The spread is arranged with nine or ten cards depending on the preference of the reader. The placement of the cards is such that, card number 1 is placed in the center with card number 2 placed horizontally, on top of it. Card number 3 is placed to the right of card number 1, and card number 4 is placed below it. Card number 5 is placed parallel to card number 4 and card number 6 is placed to the left of card number 1. Cards 7, 8, 9, and 10 are placed parallel to the column created by cards 1, 3, and 5, with 10 at the top and card number 7 at the bottom.
Card number 1 represents the present. Card number 2 is representative of the present obstacle that the person asking the question is trying to overcome. Card number 3 symbolizes the past and the foundation for the question being asked. Card number 4 is indicative of recent events that have a direct connection to the question. Card number 5 represents what may be the best solution to the question asked. Card number 6 represents the immediate future, and card number 7 is representative of what the consultant’s emotions are about the situation at hand. Card number 8 indicates what external factors influence the situation, and card number 9 is representative of the hopes and fears pertaining to the situation. Card number 10 is representative of the outcome that you can expect.

MODULE FIVE
HOW TO DO READINGS PROFESSIONALLY











CARD PRESERVATION
You cannot begin to read if you do not know how to preserve your tool of workmanship. This is typical for professionals in every field, to be able to preserve the tools they use to work. There would be no work without work tools. Hence, it is of good measure to the reader when they know how to preserve the tarot cards. This protection is not only from physical damage but also from discordant vibrations. As a professional reader, you know the relations between your cards and the energies emitted. Therefore the need to protect from external energies is a need. 
Any piece of silk material will be favorable. All you have to do is wrap the material around the card. An old silk material is more preferable, it could be a scarf. After this, once can now put it into a small box. Under no circumstances should the cards be left just lying around scattered. Some persons also find putting it under their bed pillow suiting especially when it is new. This practice is done for couple of nights in other to connect with the energy the card emits. 
PREPARING YOURSELF AS THE READER
It is important that you study and really learn the meanings of each of the 78 cards. In some way that many do not understand, your subconscious mind seems to direct the shuffling but can do this correctly only after you have implanted the meaning of each card in your memory. Before you try to read for a friend, also familiarize yourself with the method of laying out the cards that you have decided to use. Half-learned meanings will result in half-correct answers. Do not encourage levity in any of those present, for a reading is a serious attempt to go above the psychic realm to a higher level where Truth is accessible. As a matter of precaution, you do not have to take the first few of your readings too seriously. In reading for yourself, be particularly careful that a happy mood does not incline you to over-rosy interpretations; likewise, if you are blue and discouraged, be sure to check how much your mood is affecting your reading.
SHUFFLING AND CARD LAYING
If you have read through all the meaning of the 78 cards, it is also important to note that these meanings can be revered. This, of course, means when the card is upside-down. A card in this position usually yields the opposite meaning to that of the card when right side up. If you are going to shuffle by riffling, then hold the cards so that the tops in each hand face each other. In this way they will be well mixed, with approximately half the cards facing in opposite directions. As they are shuffled again and again for each reading, they become very well mixed.
You as the person engaging in the reading is referred to as the Reader, and the person for whom you are going to read is the Querent. Before any shuffling is done, choose a Court card that corresponds to the age and coloring of the Querent. For example, choose a Page for boys under twenty-one and girls, too (unless they are married, in which case a Queen is chosen for them). Select a Knight for a young man; a King for a married, mature man; a Queen for any woman over twenty-one. Look up the descriptions of the Court cards and find one that is suitable. But do not, at this stage, attach too much importance to the card chosen. If the Querent feels she is the Queen of Wands in temperament, even though her hair is dark, it is quite all right. The Hierophant might be a good choice for a clergyman; the Emperor might be chosen for an important political figure. 
(Follow the directions given with the spread you have selected. We discussed different kind of spreads in the previous module. It may direct you to put the Querent’s card in the center of the spread or to place it back in the deck.)
It is best that the Querent shuffle the deck, but if this seems impractical, the Reader may do so, asking the Querent to lay his hands on the deck before cutting it. While shuffling, the Querent should ask, silently, a simple but important question, repeating it over and over again mentally until he feels the question has entered the cards. It is best if the Reader does not know what the question is, since this knowledge might color his reading unduly. During the shuffling the Reader should silently ask that only the highest forces surround them. Later, when the reading is nearly finished, the question can be told and the cards then gone over for amplification. After shuffling, the Querent cuts the cards into three piles, with the left hand toward the left, in true Gypsy fashion. The Reader then picks up the piles with the left hand, starting with the first pile put down.

HACKING THE SPREADS 
The cards from the top of the deck should be turned face up one by one and placed in an order corresponding to the diagram selected. When the requisite number of cards are laid out, the rest of the pack is put aside and not used. Glance quickly at all the cards laid out, and note if there is a preponderance of any one suit or if there are many Court cards or cards of the Major Arcana. These will indicate a general trend or direction in the readings.
· MANY WANDS: Change
· MANY CUPS: Love, goodness
· MANY SWORDS: Strife
· MANY PENTACLES: Political action or intrigue
The presence of many of the Major Arcana indicates that the answer to the Querent’s question is largely controlled by other people. Remember that readings depend not only on the meaning of the individual card but also on its place in the layout, and that the cards on each side may also affect the interpretation.
Questions usually fall into one of the following categories:
· Love, marriage, family situations
· Money, business affairs, property
· Personal accomplishment, travel
· States of mind; problems encountered on the spiritual plane

HOW TO INTERPRET THE CARDS PROFESSIONALLY
An experienced reader would start by trying to make a running story about what they see in the cards in relation to the person for whom they are reading. As the reader, if you have forgotten the meanings of some of the cards, look them up - don’t guess. 
If, after reading the cards, the Querent tells you that his question is not answered, ask him if the cards have perhaps dealt with a deeper question that he has been worrying about. It has been found that people are sometimes a little timid about bringing out into the open what is really on their minds, and will ask a superficial question of the Tarot. With a little digging and a sincere desire to help, you may uncover what is really bothering the Querent and find that the cards have indeed answered a question that really was uppermost in his mind.
Perhaps you are psychic; the cards then will really come alive for you and lead you right to the problem about which the Querent needs to talk and get advice. Those who do not feel that they are psychic will soon find, however, that they are developing a sixth sense and that they intuitively feel the inner implications of the situation. Sometimes the cards do not seem to be responding at all. In that case, ask the Querent to shuffle again and concentrate more deeply on the question. If, on reshuffling, the cards still do not make sense, it would be well to put them away for at least twenty-four hours before trying to read them again.
As a caution, do not finish the reading on a discouraging note. If the cards reveal something bad, indicate how the Querent can overcome the problems by work, study, application to tasks, better care of health, or by expending more love and compassion in relationships. You may foretell (but only in a vague manner) the possible illness or death of someone the Querent knows, but never predict a serious illness or death for the Querent. Instead, say you see the possibility of a slight illness in the future, which could be avoided if the Querent would take better care of his health, and then quickly move on to interpreting a more positive section of the layout.
Reading the Tarot is a great responsibility. It gives you the opportunity to help others gain an insight into what may be holding them back from their fullest self-expression. Other people are as sensitive as you are, and giving a discouraging reading with no hope held out for the future is a cruel and pointless thing to do. Besides, we have all seen seemingly hopeless lives suddenly take remarkable turns for the better. While there is life, there is always hope.
Yes, you have made it to the base of the course, you now have the responsibility to use this new found exposure of knowledge as you see fit. Go good on it.
